Brief History

I started working in the film and television industry in 1978 as a trainee-dubbing mixer.   During the next seven years I gained experience in all areas of film and TV audio post-production.  As well as working on a wide variety of television shows I also worked on feature films such as The Wicked Lady (director, Michael Winner), Draughtsman’s Contract, (director, Peter Greenaway), The Belly of an Architect (director, Peter Greenaway) and Crimes of Passion (director, Ken Russell).

From dubbing mixer I moved into the cutting rooms in 1985 and worked as a dubbing editor.   Staying mostly with drama including “The Yob” (Comic Strip Productions), “Playing Away” (Film on Four), “Indian Summer” (Bevanfield Films) and “Groovy Fellas” a 5-part comedy drama (Border TV/Channel Four co-production).

In 1989 I began working periodically for Partridge films mostly as a sound editor but also editing picture, my experience of film and TV drama helped me bring a slightly different approach to the story telling of many of the wildlife films that I have since had the pleasure to edit and sometimes produce.

Having edited some pop promos and some fast turn around natural history films in 1992 

I was asked to edit picture on a series called “Killing for a Living” for BBC World Wide/Discovery Channel. One of the films was nominated for a Cable Ace Award and I’m told the series was one of World Wides biggest sellers of the time. I followed this by editing the first series of the “Eyewitness Guides” (BBC/PBS/Dorling Kindersley).  The series won an Emmy Award in the U.S, and the Golden Spires Award at the San Francisco film festival.

From the beginning of 1995 I began a close association with Atlas Adventures (a small independent Bristol based production company).   At Atlas we worked as a small team and managed to get through an enormous amount of program making. This gave me the opportunity to have a dual role as an Editor/Producer and for the next two years I worked on over two hundred short conservation films, half a dozen pop promos, five one-hour natural history films and a commercial.

From late 1997 I worked between Atlas Adventures, HTV and Partridge Films.  I was able to continue producing and editing on a number of different types of project.

In September 2000 having gained some experience with non-linear on-line systems I spent a year working as a freelance online editor. Although I enjoyed on-line editing I prefer the creative challenges of programme making and have since found that a broad knowledge of on-line techniques invaluable within the increasing demands of the off-line environment. 

From August 2001 I have been mostly kept busy by the BBC Natural History Unit working on a range of projects from Wild Battle Fields to Fooled by Nature
